For traffic heading to the K-State game this Saturday, September 25, please note that eastbound K-18
will be REOPENED to two lanes of traffic from 61st Avenue to 52nd Avenue between approximately

Eastbound will be reduced to one lane of traffic again beginning at 5:00 p.m. on Sunday, September
26. Westbound K-18 will not be reopened and will continue to be reduced to one lane from 61st
Avenue to 52nd Avenue throughout the weekend.
