US-75 

Weather permitting, on Thursday, September 24 between 10:00 a.m. and 12:00 p.m. (Noon), 
US-75 may experience slow traffic as a large building structure will be moved from 290th Road 
to the Kansas/Nebraska state line in Brown County.   
 
The structure move will begin one mile east of Sabetha on K-246, move west to the US-75/K-
246 interchange, and then head north for approximately 5 miles on US-75 to the 
Kansas/Nebraska state line.  
 
There will be two escort vehicles each in front of and behind the vehicle that will transport the 
large building structure. Drivers are advised to use alternate routes, if possible, and should use 
caution if they do drive on US-75 during the transport of this building structure. 
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
