“CLICK IT OR TICKET” CAMPAIGN

SCRIPT #2(A)

:60 SECOND RADIO

“PASSENGER WRITE UP”

(Please note:  This radio script is derived from the television spot of the same name and is intended to strategically reinforce the television placements.  Conversely, the television placements will strategically reinforce the radio initiatives.)

SFX:  Spot opens with “scratchy” radio transmissions typical of law enforcement field communications.  Siren… ambient sound of vehicle coming to a stop as radio chatter is heard in background… sound of patrol car door opening and closing… footsteps of Patrolman on pavement. SFX diminish commensurate with opening narrative.

Audio: Music underlay, filler.

Law Enforcement Officer (authentic, non-actor): “Good afternoon.”
Driver (male actor): “What’s the problem officer?”

Officer:  “Sir, you barely slowed down for that stop sign back there. I’ll be issuing you a citation for not coming to a complete stop before moving into the intersection.  And I notice you and your passenger are not wearing your seat belts, which is against the law in Kansas. So I’m also going to issue both of you citations for not wearing your seat belt.

Driver (male actor):  “Both of us are going to get tickets for not wearing seat belts?!

Passenger (female actor):  “Wait a minute, officer! I’m not even driving the car.  I shouldn’t get a ticket.”

Officer: “Actually ma’am, in Kansas, the seat belt law applies to anyone riding in the front seat, driver or passenger.”

SFX:  Sound of two buckles clicking. 

Audio:  Music underlay/filler changes to help establish change of perspective, then blends with SFX.
Officer: “I’m a local law enforcement officer in Kansas.  Hundreds of lives can be saved if only people will learn to buckle up.”
Officer (continuing):  “It’s unfortunate some people get upset with laws intended to keep them safe. But you know what?  I’d rather see them angry than dead.”

Announcer:  “Click it or ticket. It’s Kansas Law. No excuses, no exceptions. A message from the Kansas Department of Transportation and your Kansas Law Enforcement Community.”
