The vehicle can be built to accommodate a maximum of 3 wheelchair locations.  If all possible wheelchair locations are in use, the seating capacity for able bodied passengers is decreased to two.  A fold away center bench seat is an optional equipment item; it allows for additional seating if no wheelchairs are being transported.

This vehicle is built on a one ton cutaway chassis with body box added to the chassis.  Due to changes in seating arrangements the most this vehicle will seat is 13 plus the driver (wide body) or 12 plus the driver (narrow body).  When a wheelchair lift is added the seating capacity will decrease to 8 passengers with one wheelchair.  The maximum number of wheelchair locations available on this vehicle is three (wide body).  The vehicle is equipped with track seating to allow for adjustment of seat spacing.  It will not be necessary to have a CDL to drive this vehicle.

Seating capacity will vary based on the addition of a wheelchair lift and the number of wheelchair locations requested.  Maximum seating capacity without a wheelchair lift is 20 passengers.  This vehicle will seat 12 ambulatory persons with one or two wheelchair positions (plus the driver), depending on the seating configuration selected.  It will be necessary to have a CDL to drive this vehicle.
