Transportation Safety and Technology (1)

Engineering students in Transportation Safety Technology will obtain experience in all four Section of the Bureau
(Traffic, Signing, ITS and Safety).  They will conduct minor traffic studies under the direction/supervision of an Engineer as well as assist an Engineer with conducting one or more Road Safety Audits (county wide traffic studies).  They will also analyze crash data and draw collision diagrams when necessary.  The students receive experience in minor permanent signing projects as well as reviewing/designing temporary traffic control plans.  The students will attend a wide variety of meetings and field reviews that may require overnight lodging.


_____
Road Design (2)
The interns will work in the design squads to help prepare road projects for highway construction.  The work may include some or all of the following: operation of a CADD workstation, assisting in developing engineering drawings and notes, checking horizontal and vertical alignments and other geometric elements, preparing spreadsheets, checking/calculating quantities of bid items for construction letting, and general project document management.
_____
Bridge Management/Bridge Inspection (1)

The interns in Bridge Management will mainly be in the field assisting with the completion of bridge inspections (all types, both routine to special).  Some assistance in the completion of statewide vertical clearance measurements and the inspection of light towers and sign trusses will be included. This will require some overnight travel and overtime.  A large portion of the time will be spent on long days in the Kansas City Area completing this field work.
_______ Bridge Design (1)
The interns will work in the design squads to help prepare bridge projects for highway construction.    The work may include some or all of the following: calculating and checking material quantities, detailing bridge plans, checking bridge plans for accuracy (dimensions, etc.), modeling structures in bridge analysis and design software and writing simple software tools using Microsoft applications.

Transportation Planning
 (1)
Transportation planning interns will obtain experience in traffic forecasting and corridor management.   Examples of the types of work associated with traffic forecasting are data collection, compiling and analyzing socioeconomic and demographic data for KDOT studies, assisting in the development and operation of travel demand models, assisting in the rail plan update, and evaluating the accuracy of prior year’s traffic forecasts.  Work associated with Corridor Management includes review and design of highway access and auxiliary lanes, trip generation calculations and review of Traffic Impact Studies. Other responsibilities will include assisting with the plan review and project management of Corridor Management Construction Projects. 

 _____
Materials and Research: Soils/Foundations Unit – Geotechnical  (1)     
The intern will mentor under the Soils Engineers learning drilling and sampling techniques, laboratory testing procedures, rudimentary analyses of field and laboratory data, and eventually performing simple projects under the supervision of an engineer.  Up to 30 percent overnight travel will be required, but travel and per diem are paid.  
_____
Materials and Research: Pavement Section  (1)
The intern will mentor under the Pavement Engineer learning to evaluate the functional and structural conditions of pavements and the design of new and rehabilitated pavement structures.  Additional responsibilities include conducting sub-grade investigations.   The intern can be expected to assist in performing pavement condition surveys, coring of pavements, obtaining sub-grade samples, and performing tests.  Depending on experience and education, the intern may assist in the compilation of data, perform calculations, make analysis, and write reports.  Up to 30 percent overnight travel may be required, but travel and per diem are paid.  
_____
Materials and Research Test Unit (1)

Interns in the Materials Test Unit may use new test methods and equipment to determine their 
effectiveness in the testing of materials.  They may also use state of the art computerized test 
equipment to test materials.  They may use databases and spreadsheets to statistically analyze test data and 
assist in writing reports concerning investigations of materials and test methods.

_____
Materials and Research: Kansas City Regional Lab  (1) 
The intern will be testing epoxy-coated bars several times each week in Kansas City.  The intern will also do some local inspections on materials or fabricated items that are used in roads and bridges.  Some yard work or building maintenance may be required as needed.  Reports will be written on a computer.  The intern will be given an opportunity to travel out of state to see bridge fabrication in a shop.  The person chosen will also get to see a pre-stressed concrete company in operation.  The office location is:

Materials and Research: Research Unit (1)  
Interns in the Research Unit will use new test methods and equipment to determine their effectiveness in the testing of materials. They will use databases and spreadsheets to perform calculations, statistically analyze test data and assist in writing reports concerning investigations of materials and test methods.  Additional responsibilities include conducting field surveys, coring of pavements and bridges, and performing tests.
