Disclaimer: These concepts are current as of
August 2009 and depict recommended
improvements for US 24 from Manhattan to
Wamego and from Wamego to Louisville.
The exact location, design, and right-of way
for the corridor cannot be determined from
these concepts and could be different from
that shown. Additional preliminary design will
need to be performed to further refine these
improvements  and the right-of-way
requirements.
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
