This Intelligent Transportation System (ITS) enhancement project includes the addition of 12
cameras and two message boards that will become part of the Kansas City (KC) Scout traffic
management system. The installation project work will take place along 1-635 from 1-35 to State
Avenue. Installation work will occur primarily, Monday through Friday during daylight hours, with an

occasional Saturday and/or evening hours included.

During the temporary ramp closure, drivers should expect delays and are advised to use alternate

routes.
