“CLICK IT OR TICKET” CAMPAIGN

SCRIPT #1(A) 

:60 SECOND RADIO

“PICK-UP WRITE UP”

(Please note:  This radio script is derived from the television spot of the same name and is intended to strategically reinforce the television placements.  Conversely, the television placements will strategically reinforce the radio initiatives.)

SFX:  Spot opens with “scratchy” radio transmissions typical of law enforcement field communications.  Siren… ambient sound of vehicle coming to a stop as radio chatter is heard in background… sound of patrol car door opening and closing… footsteps of Patrolman on pavement. SFX diminish commensurate with opening narrative.

Audio: Music underlay, filler.

Patrolman (authentic, non-actor): “Good afternoon.”

Driver (actor): “What’s the problem officer?”

Patrolman: The reason I stopped you is that I just checked your vehicle’s speed by moving radar at 65 in the 55 mile per hour zone. I also noticed you’re not wearing your seat belt, which is against the law in Kansas. May I see your driver’s license, please?”
Driver: “Am I going to get a ticket?”
Patrolman:  “Sir, I am going to issue you two citations – one for speeding and the other for not buckling up.”

Driver:  “I’m getting a ticket for not wearing a seat belt too?”
Patrolman:  “That’s correct, sir. In Kansas, if you’re pulled over and cited for a traffic violation and you’re not wearing a seat belt, you’re also going to get a citation for not buckling up.”
SFX:  Sound of buckle clicking.

Audio:  Music underlay/filler changes to help establish change of perspective, then blends with SFX.

Patrolman:  “I’m a trooper with the Kansas Highway Patrol.  I need you to know that 
law enforcement agencies across the state are getting serious about motorists who don’t buckle up. We’ve seen far too many deaths that could have been prevented if they’d simply buckled up.”
Patrolman (continuing):  “While we’ve seen our share of drivers that are upset about receiving two citations rather than one, we know enforcement of Kansas’ law helps save lives. In the end, we’d rather see them angry than dead.”
Announcer:  “Click it or ticket. It’s Kansas Law. No excuses, no exceptions. A message from the Kansas Department of Transportation and your Kansas Law Enforcement Community.”
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
